Directions: 

Mount Mitchell State Park is located in Yancey County, 33 miles north of Asheville off the Blue Ridge Parkway at mile marker #355.

From Asheville, take the Blue Ridge Parkway north to mile marker #355 and turn left onto NC 128, which leads to the park. 

From I-40 east take exit 86, turn right on NC 226 towards Marion. NC 226 merges with US 221, continue for 5 miles and turn left on US 70. After about two miles, turn right on NC 80. Follow NC 80 north for 16 miles. Turn left onto the Blue Ridge Parkway. Follow the parkway to mile marker #355 and turn right onto NC 128, which leads to the park.

From Highway 19, travel south on Highway 80 and turn right onto the Blue Ridge Parkway. Follow the parkway south to mile marker #355 and turn onto NC 128, which leads to the park.

Mount Mitchell has a commercial restaurant and we anticipate having lunch there.
